We combine energy, commitment,
and vision to transform the pediatric healthcare experience. For nearly three decades, we have pioneered
innovative, award-winning pediatric programs using music, mentorship, and nature to help alleviate loneliness,
fear, isolation, and perception of pain as they endure long hospital stays and intense treatments.

The Austin JoyRx office was launched in April 2022, focuses its Joy-based programming entirely on in-hospital
music delivery, and currently has 4 staff members. The Austin team enjoys the support and partnership of a
regional business influencer group, the JoyRx Austin Leadership Council - who assist with all fundraising, growth,
and mission delivery goals. While not a governing body, some members of the ALC are also members of Children’s
Cancer Association’s national governing board of directors.

Work Environment:
At JoyRx we are committed to a work environment where each person feels a sense of belonging and they are
recognized, appreciated, and valued.

This position is based in our Austin, TX, office. JoyRx and is currently remote, but will transition to a hybrid office
environment, with both onsite (professional open office environment) days and the ability to work remotely up to
two days/week (Mondays & Fridays).

Physical Demands:

The physical demands described here are representative of those that must be met by an employee to successfully
perform the essential functions of this job, with or without reasonable accommodation.

Due to the nature of JoyRx’s work with immunocompromised children, it is our responsibility to take every
precaution possible to protect the health and safety of the children and families we serve.

This position requires frequent operation of a computer and other office equipment, such as a calculator, copy
machine, and computer printer. This position requires the ability to perform basic math and speak, hear, write, and
read English. This is largely a sedentary role; however, some occasional lifting is required (up to 20 Ibs).
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Travel:
This position requires occasional travel in Austin Metro areas and there may also be limited travel to other key
regions, including trips to our corporate headquarters in Porland, Oregon twice per year.

JoyRx is a growth organization that looks for team members to grow with it. JoyRx offers a generous total rewards
package, a casual work environment, and an inclusive culture.

This position offers a competitive benefits package, bonus opportunity and salary range starting at $120,000/year
depending on experience.

Some flexibility in hours is allowed; days and hours of work
are generally Monday through Thursday, 8:00 am - 5:30 pm, and Friday 8:00 am - 12:00 pm, with the option to be
remote Mondays and Fridays. This position requires occasional evening hours and weekend work.
